The following crosses are remakes of the 846 Calai, using the same exact parental lines (801 Stelts x 876 Lloyd) to form the cross.  There’s no reason why these shouldn’t perform like the original (Ailts 2003)!

Selfing

There are many good reasons to grow a selfed seed, the most important of which being the preservation of quality genetics.  In theory, selfed seed will display the same characteristics of the parent seed.  If you like how a particular seed performs (shape, color, size, etc), and are not able to obtain it to grow again, the next best option is to grow the selfed version of that seed (Ailts 2003).

Sibbing

The same basic ideas regarding selfing also apply to sibbing.  If you are one those who believes selfing brings out negative recessive traits, but still like the qualities of a particular seed, then growing a sibbed seed is the best option for you.  If the parents of a sibbed seed display similar characteristics, then the seed should perform much like a self cross (Ailts 2003).
